It is ideal when a number of 
people work collaboratively on behalf of children – when no matter which way the children 
turn, there is an adult  present to keep them in check and hold them accountable. 
 

The end of Term 2 will give a well deserved break from school for many hard working staff 
and students. 
  
It has been a very positive term, highlighted by the incredible attendance at the Student 
Academic Conferences. To have over 85% of the parents attend the conferences was evidence 
that we have the ingredients for a very successful school. It is important that the conversations 
and commitment made at these conferences are continued to be built on during the rest of the 
year. On Tuesday 20 July every student will be issued with their report. These reports will give 
progress against the goals set at the conferences on 5 and 6 May. 
 

Last week we researched how many students have access to internet at home and found that  
a majority of families have access to the internet from home. Parents have expressed their 
wish to be able to follow the educational progress of their children. I have used this newsletter 
to give you full details on how parents can do so through the school RewaNET parent portal. 
 

Parents have also requested information for mathematics tutorials and the week after the 
conferences we had 150 students attend the weekly mathematics tutorials. Due to this demand, 
I have registered Manurewa High School on a very good website. It is based on United 
Kingdom and is used throughout the world to set and mark homework and to give students 
access to specialty tutorials. The website is mymaths.co.uk. The login is manurewa and the 
password is sum. Every student in Year 9 and 10 has been set homework on this website. It 
would help if you supervised your child in completing the homework and using the website to 
build on mathematical strengths and help with any mathematical weaknesses. 
 

Please remember to make use of the “Herald” that is delivered to you each day to make sure 
your child spends at least 30 minutes reading from the newspaper. There is no doubt that a 
major block to student achievement is reading. Literacy skills can be improved dramatically by 
reading on a regular basis. 
 

This term has been a very successful one with commendable performances in a range of 
sports, cultural, academic and arts events as outlined in this newsletter.  Next term will be a 
very important with:  

• the drive for seniors to achieve the required credits 

• for junior students to develop the required base to be able to achieve in NCEA 

• the Manurewa High School 50th Reunion on 15 – 16 October 

• the ERO visit to the school 16 – 20 August 
 

Also, a note about school fees.  While the Government gives the school money to provide a 
sound education, there are many demands on these funds. At the moment we are 
undertaking projects such as upgrading our computer system to allow for more bandwidth. To 
help with our finances we request a school donation of $100.  To help with payment of this 
donation we provide once a month payment.  We encourage you to make small automatic 
payments that can be credited to your student’s account.
