MHS Concert Band Tour

Getting paid to eat chocolate biscuits sounds like a
tough job. But somebody’s got to do it. In this case,
it's 22 happy senior concert band students from our
school who will be tasting and commenting on Griffins
products as a way of fundraising for the band’s tour to
Brisbane this year.

The school’s senior concert band has achieved notable
success in recent years including gold and silver
awards at national festivals, and a gold medal at last
year's highly competitive KBB Auckland Secondary
School Band Festival. What makes the band’s
success even more striking is that many of its
members have not even played a musical instrument
prior to entering high school.

Deputy Principal Daniel Wilson says the senior concert
band’s success is a combination of student work and
staff dedication. Currently the band is conducted by
one of Auckland’s up and coming young conductors,
Miss Yih-hsin Huang, a trained teacher and conductor.
Miss Huang is currently completing a Masters in music
performance at the University of Auckland specialising
in French Horn.

The band students are looking forward to showing off
their skills to their Australian counterparts. From 16-23
July, the band will perform at three Australian
secondary schools, and aboard a boat during a cruise
down the Brisbane river. The group will also attend a
workshop held by Barry Gott, one of Australia’s top
conductors/composers.

Fundraising is underway, with the group half-way
towards achieving the funds necessary to cross the
ditch.

Physics Tournament

Three Manurewa High School students, Sam
Granger, Danielle Soo and Anne Sim attended a
Physics Tournament held at Kings College on
Saturday 7 March. Twelve schools entered.

Our team have shown that our school is particularly
strong at practical work. Their experimental methods
were superior to most other schools, they had data
that was superior in both quality and quantity, they
had used innovative and creative ways to solve the
problems, they had amongst the strongest evidence
of actually doing the work themselves e.g. thermal
images, photos, videos etc. In these ways they
were one of the better teams. Their Powerpoints
were awesome and interesting and fully based on
their own data. The team came ninth place, 1 point
behind St Cuthberts who came eighth.

Overall we were proud of the way they conducted
themselves and the immense amount of
perseverance and effort they had put in showed.
