It is with much pleasure that | announce the appointment of, and
offer our congratulations to, Mr Salvatore Gargiulo, who has been
appointed Principal of Manurewa High School. Mr Gargiulo
commences his position at the start of the 2010 school year.

Mr Gargiulo has a wealth of educational experience which will stand
him in good stead as he takes the helm of our school.

Mr Gargiulo’s most recent role was offshore as Head of the Aga
_ Khan Mzizima Secondary School (2007—2009), an international co-

educational school in the capital of Tanzania, Dar Es Salaam. Prior to his role in Tanzania, Mr

Gargiulo worked as Deputy Director of Choueifat School in Dubai from July 2006 — July 2007.

Mr Gargiulo also has extensive experience within New Zealand, having served eighteen years
(1989 -2006) as both Deputy Principal and Principal of Nelson College. Nelson College has a
reputation for academic, sporting and cultural excellence, and during his time at the all-boys
school, Mr Gargiulo implemented a number of successful initiatives including leadership training
programmes, role modelling and mentoring programmes, future problem solving initiatives, an
assertive discipline system (encouraging students to take responsibility for their actions),
community initiatives to highlight the important roles of fathers, and the creation of an
international exchange programme. Mr Gargiulo was also actively involved in many sporting
and cultural activities.

Mr Gargiulo has been involved in developing future and present educational leaders across New
Zealand through his participation in a large number of educational conferences and publications.
He has presented on varied topics including gifted and talented education, professional
assessment, investigative teaching and working with boys. Mr Gargiulo worked alongside Celia
Lashlie on the “Good Man Project” and has co-authored text books in Mathematics and Gifted
Education.

Prior to his time at Nelson College, Mr Gargiulo was a lecturer at the Auckland College of
Education.

In 2007 Mr Gargiulo was awarded a Queen’s Service Order (QSO) for his services to
educational leadership.

We extend a very warm welcome to our new Principal and look forward to Mr Gargiulo’s
leadership of Manurewa High School commencing January 2010.

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Study leave is granted to students in Years 11,12 and 13 during this period on the understanding that non-assessment time is used for
study. Any student found abusing this privilege will be required to attend school whether or not assessments are scheduled for them.
In addition to this, study leave for term four school examinations will also be cancelled.
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The wearing of the regulation school uniform is a condition of
attendance and the Board of Trustees has authorised the school

to exercise the right to send home those students who are
incorrectly dressed and who do not have a satisfactory
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uniform standards for ALL students will continue to be strictly enforced during the examination period.
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A new ‘Learning Management System (LMS) - dubbed
‘RewaNET - will be at the hub of everyday learning. Through the
LMS, teachers can plan and implement interactive lessons that
can be accessed within the school and from home. Students will
be able to log into the school LMS to complete online worksheets,
quizzes, access learning media resources, join in moderated
discussion groups and wikis, access assessment calendars, and
access hundreds more Web2 tools specifically aimed at the
learning programme they are completing.

RewaNET works in tandem with the Student Management
System and from 2010 will also allow parents to log into the
system to check student reports, attendance and timetable
information.

The new website will act as an information source for current
and prospective parents, students, staff and members of the
public. The website is designed to be dynamic and is easy to
update and manage—meaning calendars, new items and
photos will all remain current and relevant. Special features of
the website include an interactive school crest, a
comprehensive news section with a RSS feed, an interactive
school map, an up to date school calendar and a page
dedicated to the school 50th reunion celebrations which will
take place in October next year.

For members of the popular social networking site ‘Facebook’,
Manurewa High School now has a Facebook page so members
of this popular site can remain up to date with school news and
information with a minimum of effort. The school also has a
new channel on the popular video site YouTube—which is full of
historical and current videos of school events. Were you a
member of the 1984 school orchestra or involved in the 1991
production of “Oklahoma’ You may be able to reminisce
through the new Manurewa High School YouTube channel!
